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Â The government of India on the recommendations of 
the Second Pay Commission was approved the 
scheme of Kendriya Vidyalayas (Central Schools) in 
1962.

Â During 1963-64, 20 regimental schools were taken 
over as Central schools to provide uninterrupted 
education to the wards of transferable central govt. 
employees.

Â Over the years the number of K.Vs. steadily increased 
to 1073as on 01/9/10 with 10,30,654 students as on 
31/3/2010.
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ÂSince  inception,  the  K.Vs. have come to 
be known as  Centres of Excellence in the 
field of secondary  and senior secondary 
education promoting national integration 
and a sense of  ñIndiannessò  among 
children.

Â The K.Vs. ensure the total personality 
development and academic excellence 
among all students.
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2.1. Towards excellence (Smart 
Schools - ICT @ Schools)

Â The govt. of India introduced this scheme in order to 
promote use of technology in schools and provided 
funds for the same.

Â Under this scheme 31 K.Vs., one per state, were 
selected in the year 2002 and sanctioned Rs.25 lakhs 
each to enrich their computer infrastructure and 
enhance the quality of education.

Â In these schools emphasis is not only on the use of IT 
but on the use of skills and values that will be important 
in the next millennium.

Â In Kerala, K.V. Pattom has been selected in the list of 
smart schools.
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ƷWith regard to library staff in K.V. Libraries, each 
K.V. has one qualified librarian appointed through 
direct recruitment on all India basis.

ƷThe services being rendered by the librarians and 
the infrastructure facilities available may vary 
from one school to another.

ƷApart from providing the conventional services -
reference, bibliographic, issue and return, book 
display and exhibition; now the librarians have to 
provide IT based services to the maximum extent 
of user satisfaction. 
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2.2. Need of the user based library

Â To provide user based library services is the 
need of the present day environment.

Â Due to information explosion, increasing 
expectations of the users from the libraries, use 
of digital resources and need for right 
information are more.
